In this resource Jake Spicer, Head Tutor at Draw Brighton,
demonstrates how portraiture can be brought into the classroom
setting in a light-hearted and flexible way, to encourage
intuitive observational drawing. This activity is suitable for
all age ranges from young children to adults and can be used
as a warm-up or as a dedicated hour long session. Any material
can  be  used  throughout  the  session,  however  it  does  work
particularly well in cheap media that cannot be erased.

The  first  rule  of  Portrait  Club:  everybody  must  pose  for
portrait club.
