Welcome to AccessArt: Composition

Artwork is intentionally arranged by the artist to
guide the viewer’s eye through the piece in a
deliberate order and to communicate a particular
mood or message. This purposeful arrangement is
known as composition.

The elements an artist arranges, such as shapes,
lines,  and  colours  affect  how  the  artwork  is
perceived and how the viewer experiences it.
