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The  words  "assessment"  and  "progression"  have
become very loaded in recent times, and there is
increasing pressure on teachers to treat art like
other curriculum areas. The reality is art is a
unique  subject  and  if  we  are  to  truly  enable
creativity in schools then we need to rethink our
approach to assessment and progression.
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
